BEHIND THE
LENS

This was the topic offered by
professional freelance photographer
Ronnie Weir, from Pitlochrie, our
speaker on 10 October.

The above photo was captured by
Ronnie and the row of Puffins all
looking inwards is just perfect, and
even the one on the right about to
say cheerio!

The first part of his talk was
devoted to some wildlife shots
including Dolphins, Gannets and
Sea Eagles. “A good place to take
wildlife is in your own garden” he
said.

Ronnie provided us with some good
ideas on composition and masking.
Backlighting gives great results of
birds in flight. Other ideas were
including some interest such as a
tree in dawn landscapes. He
emphasised the importance of good
lighting and colour saturation in
landscape photography as shown by
his photograph below.

After taking a few questions from
members it was tea-time.

In the second half he concentrated
on landscape photography and he
reckoned that early morning is the
best time for this. He used a lot of
his images to emphasise possible
improvements.

Overall this was another interesting,
enjoyable and instructive evening
and our thanks to Ronnie.

MOUNTAINS
AND ANCIENT
MONUMENTS

On 24 October, in the first of two
“Members Take the Floor”

evenings this session, Chris, Jim and
Sandra gave two very contrasting
slide presentations.

Chris delved deep into his archive
collection of hillwalking and
climbing images to take us on a tour
of Glencoe, Glen Etive, the Five
Sisters of Kintail and the Cuillins on
Skye. He showed some excellent
shots, most of which were taken
with a compact Rollei35 camera
using Kodachrome Il and
Kodachrome 25 film. Most were
from the tops of the mountains or
along ridges and at different times
of year, showing how the landscape
changes in the different seasons.

As some members will know, Jim
and Sandra are cruise enthusiasts
and they amalgamated two cruises
in 1999 and 2000 to ltaly and the
Greek Islands. It was a very
interesting peep into ancient
civilization with visits to Pisa,
Pompeii, Herculaneum, Olympia
(where Jim ran 100 yards in record
time in the original Olympic
stadium!), the Acropolis, Santorini
and Crete.

It was interesting to see how people
lived in the years B.C. and the
exciting buildings and artefacts
uncovered by archaeologists over
the years.

The slides were taken by Jim on a
Canon EOS 300 with a Canon EF
80-200mm zoom lens and
Fujichrome Provia 100 film.

Chris, Jim and Sandra hope you
enjoyed the evening.
